Manto features a refined, ambivalent silhouette from every angle, 
making it the perfect choice for any interior, regardless of its place-
ment within the space. The backrest is the key element of its design, 
subtly and minimally combining two worlds: a rigid oak plywood 
exterior and a soft interior, achieved through a three-piece pattern 
and a careful blend of foams and stitching that ensure comfort. The 
addition of a writing tablet completes a lounge chair full of contrasts 
— unexpected yet deeply appreciated by the user.
